Early Reading and Writing

and your help at home is invaluable.

Another idea
you could do at home, in the car or
just about anywhere (!) is saying a
simple 3 letter word to your child

Then you can reverse the process -
show them the word and ask them to
blend the sounds together. These
skills are vital tools for writing and
reading and you can never practise
enough! (Well, assuming that you are

both still
having fun that is!)
